Local transportation



Taxi: Taking taxi in Beijing is relatively easy and lesgensive as compared with the U. S. taxi
rate. Most taxis in Beijing start with an initiad of 10 Yuan (around 1dollar and half) and the rat
per kilometer is 2.00 Yuan. Rates are usually mbstethe right side window. There are also many
“black” taxis that are unregistered cabs and dohawe a meter; make sure you agree on a price
BEFORE leaving (or avoid them altogether).

Tip: Make sure to take the receipt with you in cageu leave some important items behind and
want to trace them back late

Public transportation:Public transportation by bus or subway is alsalabi in Beijing. The fee
is relatively inexpensive but it may take longed anfew transfer to get to your final destination.

Preparing to go to China is a unique experiencene Best way to prepare is by reading into
China's history and culture.

The Chinese will probably
not agree with many of its recommendations, bytéispectives are unique and useful. Students
may want to consider buying a travel guide for Bgijonly and for China as a whole. It is also
highly advised to buy a Chinese language phrasd faodaily functions. Our program will
provide a language phrase bo&ugvival Chinesefor students to get around on campus and in
the city.

Essential Documents
It is very important that students obtain all prombcumentations such as passport, visa,

insurance, etc prior to departure.

Passport
Students should have a passport valid for a miniméi months after the date they enter China

or for the entire duration of the program they wilhy with plus travels, whichever is longer.
Tips: Make some copies of the passport; guard #ssport carefully against loss or theft; never
pack it in luggage while traveling.

Visa
Visa is always required when someone enters agioreountry unless special agreements are

made between the two sides of governments. Inrigsaiivisa a foreign government permits the
visitor to enter and stay in that country for acfoed period of time. All foreigners need to hawve
valid passport and to obtain a visa in order tereand stay in China.

There are two types of visas available for studyChina: the F visa for short term study of 6
months or less and the X visa for long term stutlynore than 6 months. Students with X visa
will also need to obtain a residence permit witBil days of arrival. This requires not only
additional documentations from the school the sitglare attending but also physical exams
conducted in the China such as blood test, healims, x-ray, etc. Students are advised to obtain
F visa to avoid the hassle of obtaining a residgueynit for short term study. F visa may be
obtained for a valid duration of 6 months, withgténor double entry.

The program will yide information on local medical services and
extend students necessary help in accessing thieeserStudents are expected to sign a general
statement (see appendix 1) that will release thagnam from certain liabilities and authorize
program staff to secure any necessary emergencycahddeatment for students in case of

injuries.

Immunization
No immunizations are required by China. But sometsstare highly recommended such as

Hepatitis A, Hepatitis B, tetanus, and diphtheS@me doctors also recommend an influenza
vaccine. Specific situations/cases should be ctawith doctor or other related professionals.

Budget
Students may plan to spend somewhere between $BB60$2,000 during the semester,
depending on where they eat, where they travelydrat things they will buy in China. There are
different ways to bring money to China or withdravoney in China. The following are some
options:

Cash Bring about $200 worth in small bills. It will besgecially useful when arriving in Beijing
and is easier to exchange than traveler’s checks.

Credit Cards Students are advised to bring at least one cradit in their name. Before leaving
for Beijing, it would be a good idea to check wilte credit card company and be sure that the
card will work in China. Most modern hotels, shopsd restaurants accept payment by credit
card; however, the exchange rate is not as goodVisA card would be the most dependable
since it is accepted at most places, and Master@addAmerican Express are accepted at many
places as well. Some students recommend havingifgaze-sign onto an account so that if there
is ever a problem, parents will be authorized ke teare of it for them.

Traveler's checksStudents may bring traveler's checks in smallotheinations. Many banks
and the American Express Office provide check caghervices. The Bank of China
is located all over China and will cash traveletgcks. Bring passport when cashing the



traveler's checks, and keep receipts as proof lsecthe bank will only convert the money back
into American dollars with the receipt.

Bank cardslt is also possible to withdraw currency fromheecking account in the US at an ATM
machine in Beijing. In recent years, more and nstuelents use this method. Visa check cards
should work as long as the card has Cirrus®, Plas@&ny other symbol on the back of the card
that the ATM will recognize as a conversion systdiine withdraw charges vary depending on
which bank is used. Students are advised to cheitk their banks to make necessary
arrangements or finding out the rate for withdraywnoney in China.

Tips: The code of 6 digits is used in China. Pleseteyour password with 6 digits,
otherwise you might have problem to withdraw money.

Packing

It is highly recommend that students pack lighthg dake only what is needed. Airlines have
luggage and weight limits. Check with the airlinefdre leaving to avoid any extra costs. Many
items are available in Beijing at very inexpengwiees. Passengers are generally allowed to take
one carry-on bag, either a backpack that will fider seat or a larger bag that will fit in the
over-head compartment.

Tips: Please pack all important documents, inclgdpour passport, insurance card, traveler’s
checks, travel documents, and program contactrirdtion (will be emailed to you before your
departure) in your carry-on luggage; it is alscoadyidea to pack one change of clothes in your
carry-on; please label all of your luggage with tbgtour U.S. and program office contact
information

Clothing: It is cold in Beijing during the winter. The firghills arrive in November, and in
December it gets quiet cold, windy, and dusty. dtyrsnow in December and January. It starts to
warm up after Feburary. So bring outer clothingdold and wet weather, be prepared to dress in
layers, and bring sufficient underclothing. Theativeg in the classrooms generally comes on
much later and goes earlier in the year than indBeso be prepared to wear warm clothing for
class.

Informal wear is common in China, so casual apfareatlass is fine. For ordinary daily apparel,
students should have sweatshirts, sweaters, jEargsjohns, durable shoes and socks, gloves, a
jacket and coat.

Tips: If you plan to participate in an internshjpu should bring two or three nice outfits.

Others: Electrical appliances (razors, hair dryers, etequire a 220/240V converter. It will be
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good to purchase a converter that will convert fi220/240V to 110/120V. The plugs in China
are quite different as well. It is good to get adag/converters before departure. If not, no watrrie
They are available in Beijing as well, most possibiith less prices but unfortunately maybe
lower qualities.

Students may want to bring a sturdy backpack, traaem, and travel guide for traveling.

Other items that may be needed: Anti-bacterial hiatidn/hand sanitizer; camera and camera
batteries; money belt or neck pouch; anti-perspidaodorant.

Students with lap-top computers amcouragedo bring them along.



Arrival and Departure

Students are responsible for their internatioreletis to and from Beijing. Please keep in mind
that the official arrival date is January 30 angl st day of the program is May 17 for departure.

Meeting students at airpar

Our program staff will meet students at the airpmrtJanuary 30. All students are expected to
inform the program their arrival information (datéght number, and arrival time) no matter
when they will be in Beijing.

Before departure students will receive via emasegparate contact information sheet, which
provides, in both English and Chinese, programaniumbers and program office address.

address. The cost is about 120 RMB (around $16) &wport to the university.

Host Institution—Peking University(Beida)

Founded in 1898, Peking University (known as Beém@hinese) is the first national university in
Chinese modern history. It now consists of 30 eg#s and 12 departments, offering 93
undergraduate programs, 199 postgraduate programas,173 doctoral programs. The Peking
University library is the largest university libyain Asia, with a collection of 5.51 million books
and more than 6,500 titles of Chinese and foretgmnjals and newspapers. The university has
around 5,000 full-time faculty members, of whom @atbb,200 are professors and over 1,500 are
associate professors. In recent years, there feaaged over 14,000 undergraduates, over 8,000
graduates and about 4,000 doctoral candidatesdditi@n, there are also about 1,500 long-term
international students and over 2,500 short-tetarmational students from over 80 countries.

Studying at Beida
Selecting Courses

All courses are taught in English except for langguelasses, at Department of History, though the
professors are invited from many other schools ekify University and even from other
institutions in Beijing.

For content courses, students will be asked tordaqgistration in November, which will help us
to decide the final courses offered in the semeffter class has an enroliment less than 5, that
class might be cancelled. Students will purchastbéeks accordingly before their arrival.

Students will be placed into classes of differatels according to placement test conducted
during orientation. Textbooks for language clasgiie provided by the program.

For those who plans to do an internship, they geli their internship host contact information and
address during the orientation if not earlier. Béealso read Appendix Il on internship memo.

Students are allowed to add/drop classes withinfithe two weeks after the semester starts.
However, if students missed the first two sessuminslass meeting, he/she won't be able to add

into that class.

Non-credit classes such as Martial Arts/Taiji analiGraphy will be offered if more than 10
students are interested. Students may sign updsetcourses during orientation.

Living at Beida

Housing
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Most students will live on campus, in hotel-stytams for foreign students (it is called Shaoyuan),
equipped with telephone, TV, air-conditioning, sithbath, and internet access for a fee. No need
to bring beddings or linens unless students warntesioing from home. Students may live in
off-campus apt. with an approval. Generally therapal will be granted to students who had
lived in China before for over 3 months, graduaielents, students who can speak fluent Chinese,
or students who are in the immersion track focusimdgearning Chinese.

Shaoyuan( ) was built by Peking University in 1981 to housif@yeign specialists and

students. The original site was once a park, @dldishao of Haidian,” constructed by a
calligrapher of Ming dynasty named Mi Wanzhong. @hen is named after this park. Today's
Shaoyuan has expanded from original five buildingsten buildings. Besides dorm rooms,
Shaoyuan accommodates four restaurants of diffesgtes and other well-equipped services.
Shaoyuan is equivalent to a mid-sized hotel.

Tips: There is no elevator in half of the Shaoybaiidings. Travel light. Be prepared to carry
your luggage to your room even it is on the fitthof.

Important Shaoyuan regulations: Receiving guedigdsn 8:00-22:00; guests are not allowed for
overnight without permission from Shaoyuan Managam®ffice; no pets are allowed; no
electrical devices with a capacity over 800 W; ports in the hallway or in front of the building;
keep voice down after 22:00; report loss of keygnvh happens, and no change of locks without
permission from Shaoyuan Management Office.

Meals

On Campus

There are many cafeterias and restaurants at oiBséda campus. On campus, people like to go
to Medicine House'"# , Yiyuan $% & Noodle House' as foreign students like
to call it, and Dumpling Restauraf . Many of them are located at the southern part of
the campus, where students can also find many otvee stores and gift shops.

Tips: Don’t switch to Chinese food too fast; givauy body some time to get used to Chinese food;
it is necessary to buy a pre-paid dinning car écbfainka in Chinese) to eat at student cafeterias.
Since meals in student cafeterias are subsidizéldeogovernment, it is very inexpensive and 15%
extra charge will be applied to non-regular Beitialents. In other words, if you put 100 yuan on
your meal card, there will be actually only 85 yuamthat card.

So, do
not expect the embassy to come to your rescue.

As a participant in this program, your conduct bawe an impact on other participants and the
Program as a whole. Student thus should condustsblges in a responsible and mature manner,
which will support mutually beneficial and respettinteractions among participants and is
consistent with the social, legal and academicdstats of the host country and institution.

It is important to be sensitive to the culturalfeliénces you will confront in China. There are
topics that may seem interesting to you, but cbeldiewed as off limits to the Chinese. You will
also encounter differences surrounding dating amdlgr, privacy, interaction between faculty and
students, and behavior expectations. You may aisicsbme anti-American sentiment. With all of
these issues, you are advised to listen carefulty laarn what you can about the culture and
attitudes of those around you and most importakégp an open mind.

Internship Memo

Internship is a great way to understand China,ldkal societies, business or otherwise. We
regard it as a valuable part of a student's expegien China.

Application

Students in a semester program should submit dewritequest for internships, provide their
resumes, and indicate their interested areas. @gram internship mainly covers five broad
categories, business, IT, media, law, and NGO.

Even though we have placed all students in the gaste is no absolute guarantee of placement
due to variables outside our control, such as thefepence of internship hosts, student
gualifications and preferences. Some hosts reintieeviews.

Students are expected to be flexible in their pegfees since choices in China in English speaking
internships are limited. Quite unlike in the US, awre not in a position to choose others but to be
chosen. Therefore, students should accept an assignwithin their expressed area of
preferences. If they are picky once an internshipund, they will most likely not have any.

Credits and requirements

These are un-paid internships but 3 credits wilgbented to students upon their completion of
their term at the end of semester. Each Tues. dndstdlay are assigned for working with
employers. Some intern hosts might provide subdimlesansportation or meals.

Before the end of semester, students should agkitiern supervisors to fill out an internship
evaluation form (see below) to assess their pediag@a. An internship paper of about 10 pages is
required. It should be an analysis of the busiresféhe company or institution students work for
and how they benefit from the internship experien&tudents’ grades will be mainly determined
by their supervisor’s evaluation and supplementethb internship paper.
